3 WAYS TO REGISTER FOR THE AMES LITTLE LEAGUE

· ON-SITE registration at the Sports Page, north end of the North Grand Mall between 10 AM and 5:00 PM on February 11, 2012.  Drop off or fill out registration/medical release form(s) with payment.

· ON-LINE registration at www.ameslittleleaguebaseball.org and mail a medical release form.  On-line registration opens mid-January.  An additional on-line registration fee applies. 
· MAIL-IN the registration/medical release form(s) and a check made out to Ames Little League Baseball to: Tony Stevens, P.O. Box 684, Ames, IA  50010.
Additional Registration Information:
· Families with more than two children will receive a $42.00 discount for each additional child.

· Financial assistance is available for families who are eligible for the free or reduced school lunch program. Please contact the ALLB League President at president@ameslittleleaguebaseball.org or 291-4222 to request more information. All registration forms need to be received by February 14, 2012 to guarantee placement on teams (whether form is submitted with or without payment). However, Ames Little League Baseball registration fees may be paid in full at time of registration or in increments, if need be, with final payment submission to occur on or before April 30, 2012. 
· Participation and team placement for player registrations received after February 14 cannot be guaranteed. Placement decisions for late registrants will be made by the Ames Little League Baseball Player Agent and Board. Practices start around April 1st. Games are played weekday afternoon/evenings at the Hunziker Youth Sports Complex, Brookside Park, and River Valley Park between mid-April and the end of June. 

· Registration fees cover treat tickets, balls, bats, catcher's equipment, hats, helmets and jerseys. They do not cover socks, pants, cleats or gloves. The fees also provide supplementary medical insurance for players and volunteers. This secondary medical insurance will cover the portion of a claim not paid by an individual's primary insurance. In the case of uninsured individuals, the league insurance assumes full responsibility.  
· Registration fees also provide game day treats for all players in all divisions.  Players will receive a credit of $1.75 to be redeemed at the concession stand after each game.
· Ames Little League Baseball player families will be asked to participate in a league fundraiser in April, 2012.  Ames Little League Baseball uses the fundraising dollars to help pay for operational costs and to complete special projects.  Having players volunteer their time and give their support to this project helps keep our fees low.
· Ames Little League Baseball is a volunteer organization.  We welcome and NEED volunteers to assist with   managing, coaching, assisting at practices, maintaining fields and umpiring. If you are planning to manage, coach, or volunteer in any other capacity please go to the league website and complete a volunteer application (www.ameslittleleaguebaseball.org).  A copy of your driver’s license should accompany the volunteer form.  These forms can be submitted with your registration materials. 
Ames Little League Baseball is not a part of Ames Parks and Recreation.

Ames Little League Baseball

Code of Conduct

The objective of Ames Little League Baseball shall be to implant 

in participants, through the activities of the league, the ideals 

of good sportsmanship, honesty, loyalty, courage and respect 

for authority, so that they may be well adjusted, stronger and 

happier children and will grow to be decent, healthy and 

trustworthy adults.

By registering your child in Ames Little League Baseball you agree to abide by the following rules and guidelines: 

1. I will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youth, not adults.
2. I will inform the coach of any physical disability or ailment that may affect the safety of my child or the safety of others. 

3. I will learn the rules of the game and the policies of the league. I will abide by the Hunziker Youth Sports Complex (HYSC) Rules posted on the grounds and follow the directions given by league officials.
4. I (and my guests) will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice, and all league events. I (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing and taunting, refusing to shake hands, or using profane language or gestures.
5.  I will not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health and well-being of the athletes.
6.  I will teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.
7.  I will demand that my child treat other players, coaches, officials, and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex, or ability.
8.  I will teach my child that doing one’s best is more important than winning, so that my child will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.
9.  I will praise my child for competing fairly and trying hard, and make my child feel like a winner every time.
10.  I will never ridicule or yell at my child or other participants for making a mistake or losing a competition.
11.  I will emphasize skill development and practices and how they benefit my child over winning. I will also de-emphasize games and competition in the lower age groups.
12.  I will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire I may have for my child to win. 
13. I will respect the officials and their authority during games and will never question, discuss, or confront coaches at the game field, and will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and location.
14.  I will demand a sports environment for my child that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will refrain from their use at all sports events.
15.  I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.
16.  I understand that ALLB is a volunteer organization that requires all parents to participate in activities, such as field preparation, umpiring, concession stand duty, and scorekeeping. I therefore agree to volunteer and support the organization to the best of my abilities. 
Little League Baseball International Rule 9.01(f):   Umpires may order both teams into their dugouts and suspend play until such time as League Officials deal with unruly spectators.  Failure of League Officials to adequately handle an unruly spectator can result in the game remaining suspended until a later date. 

Please note that Ames Little League Baseball has a zero tolerance policy. We make every effort to create a happy, wholesome atmosphere where children can play and learn the game of baseball. Failure to abide by the established rules and participation guidelines of Ames Little League Baseball, may result in violators being subject to disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to, the following: Verbal or written warning by an umpire, league official, head coach, or other coaching staff, and/or suspension of participation from Little League activities for a term determined by the League's Board of Directors.  Reports of game or season suspension for individuals, including written documentation of incidents of rule violation, are kept on file by Ames Little League Baseball.
